	Starter Activity
	Introduction
	Development
	Plenary

	Purpose: 
To investigate a Scottish account by a source close to General Lesley of the storming of Newcastle in 1644. 
	Start by considering what a siege is and the problems this creates for defenders and attackers alike e.g. supplies, maintaining siege lines, breakouts, relief forces. Mention or ask the children to research some of the great sieges in history: Constantinople, Malta, Leningrad, Sarajevo
	Activities 1 & 2
Based on issues raised in the starter activity draw up a set of lenient terms of surrender for Newcastle. 
Compare these with the real Scottish conditions. Discuss the leniency of these terms and perhaps compare them to Cromwell’s action actions at Drogheda. What are the pro and cons of merciful and harsh actions in warfare?
	Although not a formal activity it would be useful to discuss and evaluate the interpretation of events in the letter. Do the pupils think this was a private correspondence or written with publication in mind? 
Why are the surrender terms so large a feature, while the description of the fighting is quite short?
What does the author think about the leaders of Newcastle, like the Mayor? How do we know this?

Activity 3

Think about the reasons for Lesley attacking the city. What long and short term pressures was his army under? 


	Activity 4
A fun activity to finish, using the information about the final assault in Sources 5 and 6 to create a battle sketch/plan. Some pupils may find the task easier by using the blank map template in the resources for Unit 4 John Speed’s Newcastle. Several of the locations of Scottish attacks can be placed by their proximity to city gates.
