	Brainstorm the quayside:

What is it like?

What is there?

What happens there?

Who would go there?


	How can we use maps and plans to explore how our area has changed?

Divide children into small groups and give each group copies of two maps of the Quayside area – on from the 18th century and one from the present.

Pupils to record changes by comparing details shown on the maps.

Can pupils make generalisations when comparing the quayside over time?

Can peoples suggest why the quayside has changed over time?

Pupils individually / in pairs produce a description of the quayside containing appropriate historical detail


	Compare the view of Newcastle from the engraving picture of the town with the modern view from a similar position “View from Gateshead – Now and Then” (Life around the Quayside in the 18th Century” Newcastle Collection project).

Can you see the changes?

Is the engraving an accurate image or is it meant to create an impression?
