	Revise features of Journalistic writing. Identify 5 “Ws” from newspaper articles


	Read  together and discuss the diary account of the flood that occurred in Newcastle town in November 1771.

Hotseat characters who were there, asking questions about what they saw, heard, felt etc;

Working in pairs, children write newspaper articles dated Monday November 18th 1771. Articles to include: Headline, by-line, introductory sentence with 5 Ws, main body of text to fill out the story and a quote at the end.
	Discuss the consequences of the flood for the people of Newcastle and Gateshead.
